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FACING LIFE WITH FAITH 

 

HEBREWS 11:6 (NASB) 
 
INSIGHT: The Christian life is summed up in two words: love and faith.  
 
What is faith? 

I. FAITH IS BELIEVING WHEN YOU DON’T SEE.  
“Faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.” 
(Hebrews 11:1) 

 
INSIGHT: When you walk with God you have to believe before you see.   

 
TRUTH: Faith is simply trusting God to turn a dream He put in your heart into reality.  

 
II. FAITH IS OBEYING WHEN YOU DON’T UNDERSTAND IT (Hebrews 11:8).  

 
INSIGHT: Faith always involves risk!  
 
INSIGHT: Forgiving never seems like the right thing to do, but it’s always the right thing 
to do.   

 
III. FAITH IS GIVING WHEN YOU DON’T HAVE IT (Hebrews 11:4; 2 Corinthians 8:2-3). 
 

TRUTH: Giving and faith go together.   
 
IV. FAITH IS PERSISTING WHEN YOU DON’T FEEL LIKE IT (Hebrews 11:27).  
 

IMMATURITY: Doing what you do only when you feel like it  
 
DEFINITION OF SUCCESS: Successful people do what most people don’t feel like 
doing.   
 
TRUTH: You will never do the impossible till you see the invisible.
