What do | mean by Reboot? To be remade. Christ offers us the gift of a spiritual reboot!
A REBOOTED LIFE LIVES IN A MANNER WORTHY OF THE GOSPEL...

1. By standing firm on the gospel (Philippians 1:27).
a) The supremacy of Christ (Phil. 2:5-11)

TRUTH: "The imperatives of Scripture are based on the indicatives of who Christ is and what he
has done." —Walter Hansen

b) The true citizenship of Christians (Phil. 3:20)
TRUTH: Citizens of heaven shine in darkness (Phil. 2:15).

2. By striving together as a united community (Phil. 1:27-28).
a) Unity and humility are valued traits in the Spiritually Rebooted (Phil. 2:3, 14; 4:2).
TRUTH: Obedience to Christ has enough enemies without adding friendly fire.

TRUTH: Rivalry, arguing, grumbling, selfishness, and unresolved conflict are dangers to our
unity.

3. By showing our commitment even in the face of suffering (Phil. 1:29-30).
a) Our commitment to the gospel mission must supersede our circumstances (Phil. 1:12-20).

b) We need a paradigm shift in what we truly value (Phil. 1:12-26; 3:7-11).
