Finding Jesus in the Exodus account… 
 

THE EXODUS: God supernaturally delivers His people from bondage in order to bring them to the Promised 
Land. 
 

1) The tenth plague was the pivot point and a foreshadowing of God’s ultimate deliverance through Christ. 
 

Key Points of Foreshadowing: 
 

a) The Passover Lamb (vv. 1-13) 
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b) Ritual of Remembrance (Feast of Unleavened Bread) (vv. 14-20) 
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c) Decisive Victory (vv. 29-32) 
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d) Provision for the Journey (vv. 33-36) 
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INVITATION: Is the blood of Jesus on the doorposts and lintel of your heart?
